You'll 

see convict-drawn frescoes, religious works, European 

and Aboriginal landscapes, dot paintings, graffiti, and 

tattoo art.

DAY 2
Explore the rich maritime heritage of Western 

Australia at the WA Maritime Museum, where 

fascinating exhibits and iconic vessels bring history 

to life.

Or, if you're in town for the weekend, don't miss the 

historic Fremantle Markets, established in 1897. 

Known for its unique bohemian atmosphere, it's a 

top destination for both locals and tourists, 

featuring independent wares and local talent. 

Alternatively, take an early morning dip in the calm 

waters of Bathers Beach to start your day, then 

enjoy brunch at one of Fremantle’s cafés before 

setting off on your next adventure.

Spend the afternoon exploring Fremantle's eclectic 

shops and boutiques along historic streets and 

hidden laneways. As the day ends, head to the iconic 

Fremantle Boat Harbour. Enjoy the sunset over the 

docked fishing boats from restaurants with viewing 

decks, perfect for dining or sipping a drink.

Fremantle Prison offers a variety of immersive tours, 

each revealing unique aspects of its rich history. 

The Behind Bars Tour lets visitors explore the prison’s 

life from 1887 to 1991, walking through the Main Cell 

Block and exercise yards. The Convict Prison Tour 

delves into the prison’s origins from the 1850s, 

detailing the lives of nearly 10,000 convicts. 

For those interested in the darker side of history, the 

Torchlight Tour shares eerie tales of executions and 

unjust imprisonments in the dark. The True Crime 

Tour focuses on notorious inmates, revealing 

gripping stories of Western Australia’s criminal past.

Adventurers can embark on the Tunnels Tour, 

descending 20 meters to explore the subterranean 

labyrinth built by prisoners, both on foot and by boat.
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
